I. THE CALL
A. Study the Scriptures
1. Study the words “call,” “chosen” and “sent” as they are used in the Bible. Use a concordance or Bible dictionary to find where they are used and the context of their usage.


2. Categorize your discoveries into groups based on the way “call”/”calling” is used in the Bible. Write out a summary of the various ways “call,” “chosen” and “sent” are used in Scripture


B. What is a Calling?
1. Do a study on the English words “calling” and “vocation.” Use dictionaries and other resources to find out what the words mean, and what the words meant centuries ago. How has the meaning changed and grown over the years? How does this affect your own understanding of a calling?


2. For Thought and Discussion
i. What have you discovered from your study of calling?




ii. How would you define or explain God’s call?




iii. What do you think of this definition of God’s calling by Os Guinness? Do you agree or disagree, why?

2. As you have not taken a look into God’s ways and purposes of His calling in general and in people’s lives, what are some differences/similarities that you saw when comparing the ways and purposes?




3. What were some of the weaknesses in which people felt would disqualify them from serving God? How did God answer those objections? What are some of the weaknesses that you feel would disqualify you from God’s calling on your life?



4. Was there a specific thought for you personally from the Lord as a result of your study on these characters?
